Salem is still recommending masks, especially for singing.  We know that some are only 

comfortable coming into a place where people are masked, and we want to provide an 

environment where everyone feels safe.  The latest variants are still more contagious than the 

last and seem to evade current vaccines, but thankfully seem to cause only mild symptoms in 

most people, although those who are older and who have underlying conditions remain at risk 

for more serious illness.  There is also a 20% chance of even a mild case of Covid developing 

into more serious long Covid.  We will continue to re-evaluate based on what happens with the 

pandemic and what the latest advice is concerning singing protocols. 
 

Sundays from now through at least Labor Day weekend we will be worshipping outdoors 

in the picnic grove, weather permitting.  You may bring your own chair or sit at one of the 

picnic tables.   
 

We had such a good time at Grace Lutheran and at Our Saviour’s that we’ve decided to 

invite both Grace and Our Saviour’s to worship and fellowship with us at Salem.

Bartolomé de Las Casas, missionary to the Indies, died 1566 

Sunday, July 17, 2022 

A native of Spain, Las Casas first came to the Western hemisphere while serving in the military. 

Upon arriving in the West, Las Casas was granted a large estate  

with Indigenous enslaved people whom he freed after he was ordained a priest.  

He worked in the Caribbean and Central America to improve the lives of the native peoples. 

 

Mary Magdalene, Apostle 

Friday, July 22, 2022 

Sometimes called "the apostle to the apostles"  

because she told them of her encounter with the risen Lord,  

Mary was a woman of Galilee who followed Jesus throughout his ministry.  

She was present at Jesus' crucifixion and his burial. 

 

Birgitta of Sweden, renewer of the church, died 1373 

Saturday, July 23, 2022 

Birgitta married at age thirteen and had four daughters.  

Widowed at age thirty-eight, she gave all that she owned to the poor,  

and founded a community of monks and nuns led by a woman.
